National Statistics 
 
There are as many as 300,000 children commercially exploited in the United States. 
 
80 % of American’s commercially sexually exploited are used at the age of 11 years or 
younger. 
 
A child is abused and or neglected in America every 35 seconds. 
 
1 in every 3 girls and one in every 4 boy are molested before the age of 18 years old. 
 
Four million child predators estimated reside in the U.S. There is an average of one child 
predator every square mile in the United States. 
 
1,460 children died due to child abuse 2005 in the United States. 
 
34% of American parents do not know their children’s height, weight, and eye color. 
 
International Statistic 
 
There is an estimated 133 million children who are orphaned world wide. 
 
2 million children have been killed in wars, 6 million mutilated, 12 million left homeless; 1 
million left orphaned, 10 million marked by irreparable psychological and spiritual scars. 
 
1.2 million Children being trafficked. 
 
1.8 million Children were forced into prostitution and pornography estimated in 2000. 
 
150 million girls and 73 million boys under age of 18 experience forced sexual intercourse or 
other forms of sexual violence in2000.
